NAPLAN ONLINE

Years 3, 5, 7 and 9 students will be involved in Literacy and Numeracy Testing, (NAPLAN Tests) in Term 1 this year. The testing
window is open from the 12 to the 24 March. These tests provide useful data for individual achievement in comparison with
national results and are a means of identifying particular needs at each year level. They are, however, one mode of assessment
in the overall learning program and St Joseph’s School uses a variety of assessment strategies. As the tests are online, we have a
9 day window to catch up any students who are absent during the scheduled testing sessions. Further information has been sent
out to all families of student in Year 3,5, 7 and 9. Please see me as soon as possible if you have any questions about the NAPLAN
testing.

WORKING WITH CHILDREN CLEARANCES

As with all Catholic schools we are a mandated child-safe environment with legal, policy and procedural requirements for staff
and volunteers. In order to be a volunteer or be involved in school-based activities a working with children check is required.
This includes, canteen workers, board members and other volunteers. Creating and maintaining a safe and supportive school
environment is a priority.
